
Update from Ecuador property ï December 2016 

 
Some watermelon plants, but they did not ever finish growing enough to make watermelons because some 

kind of a little green bug came and destroyed them after they were planted in the field. 

 
 

 
A few cantaloupe; but most of them did not do very well. 

 
Some moringa seeds did not germinate as you can see in these pictures. 

 
The seeds that did germinate for the most part grew fast except for the problem I had with the cutter ants 

coming in to keep eating the leaves off of them to kill them.  I lost quite a number of trees because of the cutter 

ants.  The first of these moringa seeds were planted in March 2016.   

 
The rock wall we laid up one Saturday from the rocks out of the field.  There is now another big pile of rocks 

waiting next to this wall that we hauled out of the West field.  The intention is to build another rock wall about 

3 to 4 feet away from this one and then fill the space between them with soil that I had hauled up from down by 

the spring; and use it as a raised garden area to raise vegetables.  There was a need to take the rocks out of the 

field and so I decided to use them for this purpose.

u.i.o.g.d.  is used to remind us to live the motto of the great St. Benedict.  His motto in Latin is: Ut In 

Omnibus Glorificetur Deus.  When translated into English, it says: THAT IN ALL THINGS GOD MAY BE 

GLORIFIED. 

The U and at the D are made with leaves from small papaya trees.  The I is made from the leaves of a mango 

tree.  The O is made from the leaves of a moringa tree.  The G is formed from the leaves from a citrus tree.

In North America many people have guinea pigs for pets, but in South America they have them for lunch and 

dinner.  I would like to raise guinea pigs (called cuy in South America) and sell them to people as pets.  If those 

people choose to eat their pets, I guess that will be all the better for me because I can just sell them more.  As 

explained in some of the videos, that is why I hope to be able to raise a lot of Raygrass, alfalfa, clover, moringa, 

and other food to feed a good number of these cuy and sell them as a means of income.  Another reason to raise 

a lot of cuy is because I can use a lot of organic fertilizer for all of the trees and plants.  Some of the trees and 

plants and especially the alfalfa, clover, Ray grass, and moringa leaves will make food for the cuy; and in turn 

the cuy will process that food and make more nutritional, completely organic fertilizer for the trees and plants.

When Patrick climbed up to the top tank after the sun set behind the mountain to take some pictures, Holger 

took some pictures.  They show some of the structure of how the tower is built. 
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Patrick built this blade for the wheelhoe, and here he is using it to move the dirt to build berms to prevent 

erosion when it rains. 

 
Two yuca plants ï the beginning of the harvest. 

 
I believe the local people have a better way of cooking yuca, but I just put it in the crock pot at the lowest 

temperature ï after some hours it splits open and looks like this. 

 
The yuca plants have this tendon type string down the middle.  Sometimes I simply squeeze out the juice from 

several lemons over them and a little bit of Real Sea Salt. 

 
Inga edulis (eng. ice-cream-bean, joaquiniquil , Mex. cuaniquil, guama or guaba) In English they have 

been called "ice-cream beans" due to the sweet flavor and smooth texture of the pulp.  

René gave me this 2 foot long ice cream bean plant.  The fuzzy white ï cotton candy looking stuff, has a 

cinnamon taste.  Ren® is planting a number of these to make shadow for his coffee trees.  Darwinôs family gave 

me the green one that is about 6 inches long.  There are other varieties and one is a great big green one that is 

also probably at least 2 feet long, but it has a different taste than this cinnamon flavored one that René gave me.

Construction at Carlosôs casa.  They do work much different than the ways I learned to build things.  After 

tying all of the rebar together they put those blocks in between the rebar and then pour cement over everything. 

 
This picture shows more of the way they pour the cement in and around the blocks in the rebar.  Nobody 

troweled the cement very much, they just used the vibrator, but at the end of the day one guy used a wooden 

trowel to get the cement a little bit leveled out.  They certainly had a lot of cold joints as they would work in 

one part of the floor and then moved to a completely different area.  By the time they came back to the area 

where they already poured some cement ï that cement was well on its way to being cured and thereby leaving 

many cold joints.  Many of the workers, such as Darwin standing behind me, were just working in tennis shoes.  

By the end of the day his feet were all covered with cement. 



 

 
There was a sick looking moringa tree so we pulled it out of the ground. 

 
Then some of the dirt was dug out of the hole to see what could be found. 

 
There was this little worm that I placed on my boot. 

 
This worm was anxious to move quite fast and he got off my boot quickly and started digging his way back 

into the earth.  Because it was the kind of worm that killed my moringa tree I helped put it back into the earth ï 

but as compost.

It is a common thing now for Carlos to take a load of bananas such as this to the market every weekend. 

 
Before I planted anything I was told that it would take two years for the pitahaya to produce fruit.  But here 

you can see that one of the plants already has two fruits starting to form.  These were planted last spring or early 

summer and it is now December.  The people at the nursery told me these pitahaya plants would produce the 

yellow variety, but it looks to me like this might turn out to be the red variety.
