enrolled.

And all went to be 
enrolled, every one 
into his own city.

And Joseph also 
went up from 
Galilee, … To be 
enrolled with 
Mary his 
espoused wife, 
who was with 
Child.

And it came to 
pass, that when 
they were there,

Her days were 
accomplished,

That She should be 
delivered.

And She brought 
forth Her first-
born Son, and 
wrapped Him up 
in swaddling 
clothes, and laid 
Him in a 
manger; because 
there was no 
room for them in 
the inn.

And there were in 
the same country 
shepherds 
watching, … And 
the angel said to 
them: … this day is 
born to you a 
Saviour, who is 
Christ the Lord…

And suddenly 
there was with 
the angel a 
multitude of the 
heavenly army, 
praising God, and 
saying: Glory to 
God in the 
highest; and on 
earth peace to 
men of good will.

And there 
appeared to Him 
an angel from 
heaven; 
strengthening 
Him.

And He cometh, 
and findeth them 
sleeping… Watch 
ye, and pray that 
you enter not into 
temptation… And 
going away again, 
He prayed, saying 
the same words.

And being in an 
agony, He 
prayed the 
longer.

And His sweat 
became as drops of 
blood, trickling 
down upon the 
ground.

Immediately 
going up to Him, 
he saith: Hail 
Rabbi; and he 
kissed Him.  
And Jesus said 
to him: Judas, 
dost thou betray 
the Son of man 
with a kiss?

Then the band and 
the tribune, and the 
servants of the 
Jews, took Jesus 
and bound Him: 
and they led Him 
away to Annas.



One of the 
servants standing

And the soldiers 
led Him away into 
the court of the 
palace, and they 
called together the 
whole band: and 
they clothed Him 
with purple.

And they came 
to Him, and said: 
hail, King of the 
Jews.  And they 
gave Him blows.

And the soldiers 
platting a crown of 
thorns, put it upon 
His head; and they 
put on Him a 
purple garment.

Jesus carries His 
cross

Jesus falls the first 
time

Jesus meets 
Mary, His 
Mother, on the 
way to Calvary.

And going out, 
they found a man 
of Cyrene, named 
Simon; him they 
forced to take up 
His cross.

Veronica wipes 
the face of Jesus.

Jesus falls the 
second time.

The women of 
Jerusalem mourn 
for Our Lord.

Weep not for 
Me, but weep for 
yourselves and 
for your 
children.

Jesus falls the third 
time.

Jesus is stripped 
of His garments.

Jesus is nailed to 
the Cross.



And they sat and 
watched Him.

Is there one who 
would not weep 
whelmed in misery 
so deep Christ’s 
dear Mother to 
behold.

If I be lifted up, I 
will draw all 
things to Myself.

Father forgive
them, for they
know not what
they do.

Now there stood by 
the cross of Jesus, 
His Mother, and 
His Mother's sister, 
Mary of Cleophas, 
and Mary 
Magdalene.

He saith to His 
Mother: Woman, 
behold thy son.  
After that, He 
said to the 
disciple: behold 
thy Mother.  And 
from that hour, 
the disciple took 
Her to his own.

And one of the 
robbers who were 
hanged,

Mary tells the 
disciples about 
the infancy and 
hidden life of 
Jesus.

Blessed is he that 
shall eat Bread in 
the Kingdom of 
God.

If any man eat of 
this Bread, he 
shall live 
forever.  And the 
Bread that I will 
give, is My 
Flesh, for the life 
of the world.

Arise, make haste, 
My love, My dove, 
My beautiful one, 
and come.

But he that doth 
the will of My 
Father, Who is in 
Heaven, he shall 
enter into the 
Kingdom of 
Heaven.

Who is She that 
goeth up by the 
desert, as a pillar of 
smoke of 
aromatical spices, 
of myrrh and 
frankincense?

Who is She that 
cometh forth as 
the morning 
rising, fair as the 
moon, bright as 
the sun, terrible 
as an army set in 
array?

Eye hath not seen, 
nor ear heard, 
neither hath it 
entered into the 
heart of man, what 
things God hath 
prepared for them 
that love Him.



Come from 
Libanus, My 
spouse, come:
